Tuition

Tuition covers 70% of the actual cost of a student’s education in the Catholic Schools of Pittsfield.  Additional funds come from Catholic parish subsidies, diocesan financial aid and bequests to the school.  Tuition provides funding for a broad spectrum of financial responsibilities that include teacher salaries, educational supplies and building maintenance.

Books and Fees

Textbooks and fees:
Books and class fees where applicable are the responsibility of the student and are not included in tuition costs.  

Sports fee:


A $100  athletic fee will be charged for the first sport, 




$150.00 if the student participates in two sports, and 




$175.00 for three sports. The fee is paid in addition to the 




tuition cost.  

Senior fees:
Students who attend St. Joseph as seniors have additional fees to cover the cost of graduation, to include cap & gown, yearbook, and other events as determined by Class Advisers.  These costs vary each year, but range from $275- $325.  These fees are the responsibility of the student and are collected from International Students in the same manner as non-international students.  Specific information is provided to students throughout the year.

Payment Options

Payment in full:
Students who are placed at St. Joseph through an agency will pay full tuition prior to arrival.  It is preferred that payment in full be made by August 1st preceding the opening of school.

Payment plan:


A monthly payment plan paid over 10 months (July-April)

is available for students who are not placed with an agency.  There is an annual non-refundable administrative fee of approximately $50 for this service.
