INTERNATIONAL STUDENT PAPERWORK REQUIREMENTS

Academic year 2009 -2010

In accordance with the Student and Exchange Visitor Information System (SEVIS), St. Joseph Central High School requires the following paperwork from prospective students prior to making a decision regarding admission.  A Form I-20 will be issued upon acceptance to St. Joseph.

1. ________Completed application form – This form will include the name, address, occupation, and telephone number of the student’s parents in their home country; as well as the name, address, occupation, and telephone number of the family the student will live with in the United States. (Agencies may substitute their own application form to avoid duplicating information).

2. ________Health records – These records must show that the student has had the proper vaccinations and immunizations.

3. ________Physical exam – Record of a physical exam no longer than 12 months prior to admission must be provided in English.

4. ________Academic records (transcripts) – The transcript must be in English and accompanied by an English translation of the grading system.  It must also be officially stamped to indicate the student has successfully completed the indicated grade level.

5. ________Letter of recommendation – This must be from an English teacher who can attest to the student’s proficiency in English.  If needed, an English tutor will be provided at a cost to the student’s family.  If this tutor is not in place then the student cannot be admitted.

6. ________Bank letter or financial statement – This is to verify that the student’s family has the ability to meet all financial obligations.  The tuition for the school year 2009 – 2010 is $8500, plus room, board, fees, books, and tutor.

7. ________Student Athlete Information – In accordance with the Massachusetts Interscholastic Athletic Association, any student who wishes to participate in a school sponsored sport will need to provide a signed letter from their previous school or athletic director documenting all sports previously played and at what level, from Grade 9 through 12.

***a $100 deposit will be required at the time of acceptance and will be applied toward tuition (waived for re-enrollment)

The student must report to St. Joseph on the “Program Start Date” as stated on the Form I-20.  The following documentation must accompany the student at that time:

· ________Valid F-1 Student Visa

· ________Approved I-20

· ________Birth Certificate
