Students  should begin practice for the TOEFL test and SAT or ACT test as soon as possible, and throughout the summer. There are online resources, books, and courses available to choose from.

2. 
Students  should make a plan for the dates they intends to take the above listed tests and begin to research the sign up procedures and deadlines.

3. 
Students must provide the following documentation to St. Joseph’s Guidance Office

· Official, signed, sealed copies of all transcripts.  Included in this, the transcript needs to be translated in English, with an official translation of the grading system used.  Without this, the student will not be prepared to apply to colleges.  It is recommended that students obtain all of this information over the summer while home and return to it St. Joseph Central High School in September.

· The transcript and record need to include academic information which would be representative of each grade completed and credits earned prior to enrolling at St. Joseph.

4.  

Students should select their academic courseload for senior year with Mrs. Dunham prior to leaving in June, to ensure all requirements for graduation are complete.

5.  

It is further recommended that students consult college advisers while at home over the summer to become familiar with this subject and be introduced to the expectations of students at this time in their academic career.  Students can also begin “the college inquiry and search” with Mrs. Dunham prior to leaving in June of their Junior year.
